Class 3 – Junior masterbake.  Pentland Pupils favourite home baking recipe.  If biscuits or small items are entered please 

supply no more than 4. 

 

RULES 

1. No mixes may be used. 

2. All entered items must be submitted in sealed, disposable containers or placed in a sealed plastic bag 

or the entered item(s) will be disqualified. Exhibitor name must appear on the bottom of the 

container. 

3. No pre-made pastry is permitted. i.e. Jus-rol pastry 

4. Class 3, Junior masterbake is only open to pupils attending Pentland Primary School.  Entry must be 

pupil’s own work, however adult assistance is permitted in using electrical equipment and ovens. 

5. Only one entry per form.  Further forms are available from the school office. 
 

ACCEPTING ENTERED ITEMS 

1. No items will be accepted unless an entry form has been completed and submitted by the deadline of 5:30pm, 

Friday 5 June. 

2. Entered items will be accepted at the school gym hall from 10:00 a.m. until 11:30 a.m. Saturday, 6 

June, 2009. Judging will begin immediately following the delivery deadline.  The judges decision is
